Introduction: Past research on the relationship between stugtenmd different linguistic factors has
shown that in children, non-fluent utterances aoeentomplex than fluent utterances. This study)guan
imitation task, investigated whether or not complmnd simple sentences exert an influence on the
amounts of speech disfluency among stuttering fsaesaking children, and then compared the results
with those obtained from non-stuttering controlee Tesults could have some implications for clamiy

the nature of stuttering and shed some light omjtlesstion of appropriate treatment methods.

Materials and Methods: It was a cross-sectional descriptive-analytic stithe participants included 10
stuttering and 10 non-stuttering children whose raggied between 4 and 6 years of age and spoke Fars
language as their native language. The participantse two groups were matched by age and gender.
The stimuli were two sets of sentences: one sesistma of 13 simple sentences and the other one
included 10 complex sentences. The length of ssoeessentences was increased by adding one
morpheme to each of them. Each participant wasestqd to repeat exactly what he/she had heard. To
calculate the rate of disfluency in each utteratioe humber of non-fluent words was divided by tibtel
words of that utterance and the result expressedpascentage. The disfluency percentages of siemle
complex sentences, once among stutterers and untiersts separately and then betwébase two
groupswere compared and analyzed using SPSS soft ware.

Results: In both stuttering and non-stuttering childrererthwas a significant difference between rates of
disfluency on simple and complex sentences (P 5)0.0

Conclusion: The result of this study showed that complex sa#e caused more disfluency rates than did
simple sentences and it was the case for both grofiparticipants. Moreover, stuttering childrerdha
more disfluency rates than did non-stuttering ehitdas the syntactic complexity of stimuli increhse
